Introduction from Jackie Hay and Christie Jordan, happy to have them back to NMS. It has been a busy 20+ days, but the kids have been great and welcoming.

 

Different view on the PSSC from district office, the PSSC committee is still a key role, but will have increased training about school improvement etc. District will send something out soon.

Principal’s Report:

Happy to have Christie on board as VP this year. Christie teaches on Thursday but is VP the rest of the week, which has been great as there is minimal training needed as she already is up and running. Christie/Jackie will share the role this year for the principal reports, but as co-administrators at the school. 
Staffing: 22 classrooms, all full no empty space currently. 15 classes are English prime and 7 French immersion classrooms. 427 students currently, which does fluctuate slightly. 2.5 resource currently, 2 Full Time resource teachers and a .5 resource teacher that does teach some physical education as well. School counsellor, an Academic Support Teacher and a behavioral specialist as well. Class sizes are quite full, can be slightly adjusted if needed.

 

School improvement plan: Weekly meetings have been taking place; they have been reviewing the student survey data. The one main idea was connections with school, teachers and peers. Our goal is to have the kids McAdam and NMS to settle in together and become connected. This is the main goal for the year is to focus on connectiveness. Friday is a school planning day for staff and that will be a focus on the school plan, student, staff and community connections. The district has recommended sticking with 1 or 2 goals to ensure they are achievable.
